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General Introduction;
Islam or Submission is a gentle and easy religion.  However, there are requirements by this religion to make it in this life and also in the hereafter.  Like, the more sugar you put in the tea the sweater it gets, in Islam the more you work in the cause of God the higher rank you get.  (56:7-12) tells us that there will be three categories of places on the day of Judgement, Hell for the idol worshippers, lower, heaven for the righteous and upper heaven for the believers who were closest to God.  
 
God is Most Merciful and His Mercy dictates that He can forgive any sin He wills, except idol worship if maintained till death.  It makes no sense to worship anyone else other then God the creator of Heavens and Earth, because He is the one who created us, He is the one who provides for us, and to Him Alone we will submit when we die.  Hence, idol worship is a biggest sin in Islam.
For minimum salvation or lower heaven the requirement is not to set up any other god beside God, and to be united with those who also do this, and disregarding any race or religion one may belong to.
Minimum Requirements for Salvation
[5:69]  Surely, those who believe, those who are Jewish, the converts, and the Christians; any of them who (1) believe in GOD and (2) believe in the Last Day, and (3) lead a righteous life, have nothing to fear, nor will they grieve.
For high heaven, one needs to fulfil the religious practices.  All the religious practices are derived from the Quran these include;
1)      Proclamation of belief
2)      Salat (5 daily prayers)
3)      Zakat (Obligatory Charity to relatives and needy)
4)      Fasting in the month of Ramadan (if one can do it)
5)      Hajj (Pilgrimage to Mecca) once in life time if one can afford it and if Mecca is occupied by believers. 
The articles in this section include information of these five steps.   Which, include derivation of these steps using Quran Alone and the Miracle of nineteen which is the integral part of the, Quran.
Observing these five steps brings, about certainty in God and the Hereafter which are integral part of making life happy here on earth and in the Hereafter.  Belief in Hereafter makes oneself amicable because if you know that everyone has to answer to the Most Highest Authority in the future, the not so savoury situations with regards to other people are more acceptable.  
This book explain all rites of Islam only excluding Salat which is covered in another book called “Salat the Five Daily Prayers And the Quran”.

Book One

Establishing Faith in the Quran for being complete guide to Islam;
The biggest obstacle for any newbie who has been acquainted to Quran recently is to fully believe that only Quran is required for our religious guidance. This guidance include the derivation of five principles of practice in Islam, Proclamation of belief, Salat the five daily prayers, Zakat the obligatory charity, Hajj the pilgrimage to Mecca, and Fasting in the month of Ramadan.
In order to gently introduce the reader into depth of the Quran the following few articles I hope would give the reader a gravitas to feel more comfortable to accept that it is possible that these principle rites of Islam could be derived from the Quran.

How detailed is the Quran?
[6:114]  Shall I seek other than GOD as a source of law, when He has revealed to you this book fully detailed?* Those who received the scripture recognize that it has been revealed from your Lord, truthfully. You shall not harbour any doubt.
[7:52]  We have given them a scripture that is fully detailed, with knowledge, guidance, and mercy for the people who believe.
[10:37]  This Quran could not possibly be authored by other than GOD. It confirms all previous messages, and provides a fully detailed scripture. It is infallible, for it comes from the Lord of the universe.
[12:111]  In their history, there is a lesson for those who possess intelligence. This is not fabricated Hadith; this (Quran) confirms all previous scriptures, provides the details of everything, and is a beacon and mercy for those who believe.
[41:3]  A scripture whose verses provide the complete details, in an Arabic Quran, for people who know.
Above are the verses which I found searching the Quran for the words ‘Quran and Detail’, there could be more which directly or indirectly say the same thing that the Quran is fully detailed.
Simply put the Quran is sufficiently detailed to teach us all details of our religion and the past of the messengers.  But Quran on its own is not totally detailed!!!  Quran with conjunction with the Miracle of 19 is indeed totally detailed.  But to say that Quran without the Miracle of 19 is detailed enough for salvation is also true.
I had many instances whilst researching the Quran when Quran needed help from the Miracle of 19 to give detailed descriptions and reveal new facts which were previously hidden in the sub context in the Quran and a layman would have not noticed its significance.  One such example is as follows hopefully this example will illustrate what I am saying in this article;
This example includes 4 verses from different chapters as follows;
[3:93]  All food used to be lawful for the Children of Israel, until Israel imposed certain prohibitions on themselves before the Torah was sent down. Say, "Bring the Torah and read it, if you are truthful."
[6:143]  Eight kinds of livestock: regarding the two kinds of sheep, and the two kinds of goats, say, "Is it the two males that He prohibited, or the two females, or the contents of the wombs of the two females? Tell me what you know, if you are truthful." [6:144] Regarding the two kinds of camels, and the two kinds of cattle, say, "Is it the two males that He prohibited, or the two females, or the contents of the wombs of the two females? Were you witnesses when GOD decreed such prohibitions for you? Who is more evil than those who invent such lies and attribute them to GOD? They thus mislead the people without knowledge. GOD does not guide such evil people."
[12:6]  "Your Lord has thus blessed you, and has given you good news through your dream. He has perfected His blessings upon you and upon the family of Jacob, as He did for your ancestors Abraham and Isaac before that. Your Lord is Omniscient, Most Wise."
The Miracle of 19 manifests itself in order to remove doubt from the verses in the Quran.  This fact is stated in;
[74:31] … (4) to remove all traces of doubt from the hearts of Christians, Jews, as well as the believers… 
The most obvious issue with verse (3:93) is that ‘Israel’ is singular while Rashad translated further implying that ‘Israel’ was plural.  As we know Israel is another name for Jacob (this, also have been clarified through the mathematical miracle of 19 elsewhere on this web site).  I believe Rashad did this because of uncertainty.  He knew that Jacob was a messenger and a messenger would not put prohibitions without God’s consent.  Thus he implied it to be all the Children of Israel.
Thus the first port of call for me was to find out if ‘Israel’ mentioned in this verse was indeed Jacob.   And if that was the case was this prohibition personal rather than for all Children of Israel.  (12:6) is where Jacob is mentioned in his personal life with his family.  When we add 3 + 93 + 12 + 6 we 114 which is exactly 19 x 6 = 114  This code gives close correlation between the two verses.  And the only doubtful aspect of these two verses is who was ‘Israel’ mentioned in (3:93).  Because Jacob is mentioned in a family situation in (12:6), it confirms two things one that ‘Israel’ mentioned in (3:93) was indeed Jacob and two the prohibition must have been personal, because of the family orientation of (12:6). 
Now (6:143-144) comes into play.  (3:93) is talking about prohibitions on the food but where are these prohibitions mentioned in the Quran, if the Quran is fully detailed?  The answer is (6:143-144).  We know this by the Mathematical Miracle of 19.  Without this (6:143-144) is just a prohibition and not a specific one.  143 + 144 = 287.  3 93 6 287 = 207173 x 19  Also 143 + 144 + 93 = 380 = 19 x 20.  Thus the so called prohibitions mentioned in (6:143-144) were instigated by personal prohibition by ‘Israel’ mentioned in (3:93) and was not what (6:143-144) is saying.  What ‘Israel’ imposed is not important because it was not part of the religion.
In conclusion there are many instances in the Quran where mathematical Miracle of 19 help explain in detail the Quran and remove any doubts.  Thus if one is searching for detailed account of the Quran one might need the help of the Quran’s Miracle of 19…

Believers are taught Salat and Zakat from the Quran;
[2:126-129] Abraham prayed: "My Lord, make, this a peaceful land, and provide its people with fruits. Provide for those who believe in GOD and the Last Day." (God) said, "I will also provide for those who disbelieve. I will let them enjoy, temporarily, then commit them to the retribution of Hell, and a miserable destiny." As Abraham raised the foundations of the shrine, together with Ismail (they prayed): "Our Lord, accept this from us. You are the Hearer, the Omniscient. "Our Lord, make us submitters to You, and from our descendants let there be a community of submitters to You. Teach us the rites of our religion, and redeem us. You are the Redeemer, Most Merciful. "Our Lord, and raise among them a messenger to recite to them Your revelations, teach them the scripture and wisdom, and purify them. You are the Almighty, Most Wise."
The above verses tell us the people who would be taught the rites of Islam. The highlighted words, points those people to be “US”. However, “US” in the verses 127-128 could be either the believers or only Abraham and Ismail, so, which one is it. To confirm that the rites of Islam could be taught to any believer we take the geometric value of believers and concatenate with the chapter and verses, we get number completely multiple by 19. This confirms that rites of Islam could be taught to all believers.
The geometric value coded in the following is Mumin, which is a submitter at the highest rank in submission to God.
Geometric value of Al-Muminoona, plurel of Mumin  is Alif = 1, Laam = 30, Meem = 40, Waoe = 6, Meem = 40, Noon = 50, Waoe = 6, Noon = 50, total 223.
2 127 128 223 = 111954117 x 19 or 2 127 128 223 / 190 = 11195411/7
The Temporal connection is that 2:127-128 left most meaning Abraham, Ismail are alive in heaven also some Mumin’s and some are present now and will be in future.  Thus the trend indicates that this code is more relevant to today’s generation, gv Al-Muminoona right most meaning in the past the Mumins would have found rites of Islam.  Position 7 describes “Disbelievers” indeed the disbelievers are the ones who have corrupted the rites of Islam based on Hadith and they would not agree with this i.e. God would teach Mumin the rites of Islam.
The Level is 9 which is Theme “Misconceptions clarified”.  Rashad and his followers believe that all Islamic practiced have been passed through the generations from Abraham.  This belief is half true.  It is true that the practices are passed through generations after Abraham, but it is also true that the messengers receive instructions to purify the practices each time the messenger is sent.  Rashad did his bit and purified most of the practices of Islam, however, it was Al-Muzzamil who was destined to purify all practices of Islam including Salat.  Rashad for example left some traditionally acceptable practices like doing Salams, not reading (17:111) in the sitting position etc. based on the belief that Abraham did the same.  However, no proof was given for it.  As for Muhammadan’s they totally corrupted the Salat based on fictitious Hadith.  Hence the Theme “Misconceptions clarified” is quite true based on the context of the verses involved in the above code.
Now this code can only be true when the geometric values of Abraham and Ismail also concatenate and divide completely by 19. This is because “US” in the above verses mean Abraham, Ismail, believers and messengers.
Geometric values of Abraham;
Alif = 1, Bae = 2, Rae = 200, Hae = 5, Yae = 10 and Meem = 40 total = 258
Geometric value of Ismail;
Alif = 1, Seen = 60, Meem = 40, Ayn = 70, Yaa = 10, Laam = 30 total 211
127 + 128 = 255
258 211 2 255 = 135900645 x 19 or 258 211 2 255 / 190 = 13590064 / 5
The Temporal connection gv Abraham first then Ismail, this might be because Abraham died and went to heaven first and then Ismail.  This time the chapter and verses are on the right meaning this code is more applicable to Abraham’s generation and it was because they also brought the rites of Islam in that period of time, which this code signifies.  Position 5 which describes “Gift from God” indeed prophets were gift from God to the communities.
The Level is 9 which is Theme “Misconceptions clarified” as before, look at the previous explanation.
The following codes relate to the messengers who un-corrupted the rites of Islam.
Also Al-Muzzamil destined also to correct Salat;
Gv of Al-Muzzamil, Alif = 1, Laam = 30, Meem = 40, Zaal = 7, Meem = 40, Laam = 30 = 148
2 255 148 = 118692 x 19 or 2 255 148 / 190 = 11869 / 2
Temporal connection is chapter verses left most (recent and now) same reason as for Al-Muminoona code above.  This code more relevant for today’s generation, because Al-Muzzamil is alive now and has clarified the Hajj, Fasting, amount of Zakat, and corrected the Salat.  Position 2 describes “Command used in various situations” in 2:126 it is God’s command that He will provide for the disbelievers as well as believers, hence we see many disbelievers wealthy and healthy, but they will pay in the end.
The Level is 5 which is Theme “Detailing Information”, indeed that is what is happening here.  Because the code is detailing the messenger’s involved in purifying the practices of Islam.
Also Gv of Rashad;
505 + 255 = 760 = 40 x 19 or 760 / 190 = 4.
2:127-128 are unique verse which mean they can be part of the code without the chapter number hence the above code.  Rashad also purified the rites of Islam however; his life was shortened by God to test the believers after his death (read the Salat article for more detail).  However, not all aspects were corrected by him of the rites of Islam, he was in the process of doing so.  The above code no Position  which means it is a wild card, thus it means the same as all the codes I showed you earlier i.e. corrected the rites of Islam.
The Level is 3 which is Theme “Include Missing Information”.  The above code states that Rashad did purify the practices of Islam this includes missing information.
Also Rasool (Messengers) gv of Rasool is Rae = 200, Seen = 60, Waoe = 6 and Laam = 30 = 296.
127+128+296= 551 = 29 x 19 or 2 / 9
This is a general code verifying that any messenger would have established the rites of Islam.  Position for the above code is 9 which describe “Provision” and indeed the understandings of rites of Islam are provisions to the messengers.
The Level is 3 which is “Include Missing Information”.  Indeed this code concludes inclusion of all missing information which was inclusion of “believers”, “Abraham & Ismail”, “Al-Muzzamil”, “Rashad” and “messengers”, a complete set.
The reason this find is important is that some misled believers believe that believers pass Salat and Zakat from generation to generation and it has nothing to do with the Quran. This is not entirely true, Salat and Zakat may have been passed on through generation after generation but it does get corrupted, by Idol worship. Quran has all the detail of Salat, which can get corrupted. And that any believer (Mumin) inclined this way has ability to teach rites of Islam from the Quran.
Now I need to prove that the details of Salat and Zakat are in the Quran. Besides locating and proving the details of Salat and Zakat (see the Salat articles) (21:73) tells us this fact.
[21:73] We made them imams who guided in accordance with our commandments, and we taught them how to work righteousness, and how to observe the Contact Prayers (Salat) and the obligatory charity (Zakat). To us, they were devoted worshipers.
[21:74] And for Lot, we granted him wisdom and knowledge, and we saved him from the community that practiced abominations; they were wicked and evil people.
Who are these people in 21:73, are they Abraham’s family or are they the Prophets, after all this, chapter is called the Prophets. The miracle of 19 proves this point;
The geometric value of Al-Ambya (The Prophets) is; Alif = 1, Laam = 30, Noon = 50, Bae = 2, Yae = 10 as follows;
1+30+1+50+2+10+1 = 95
(21:73-74) are adjoining verses because 21:74 starts with “and”, therefore in the code both of these are used. Add them 73+74 = 147, concatenate this we get;
21 147 95 = 111305 * 19 or 21 147 95 / 190 = 11130/5
The Temporal connection is that chapter verses left most thus telling us now and in future indeed all prophets are dead now but at the same time alive in heaven and well looked after by God. Position 5 describes “Gift from God” indeed these commandments which, verify rites of Islam and who they have been revealed to (Prophets) are indeed Gift from God.  Hence these verses are general verses for all the prophets, exemplified by Abraham’s family. Thus all the Prophets will be taught how to read the Salat and pay Zakat. But how would they achieve this, it says in 21:73 “who guided in accordance with our commandments”, hence the Salat and Zakat would have been taught to them through the scriptures. The ultimate teacher is God, hence the emphasis that God and His angels taught them the Salat and the Zakat.
The Level is 5 which is Theme “Detailing Information”.  Indeed (21:72) indicates that it is talking about Abraham’s family however (21:73) is talking about “them” which includes all prophets as detailed by the code above.  Thus if one prophet does something fundamental than it follows that all prophets would also do the same.  Because messengers sets precedence for others;
[6:34]  Messengers before you have been rejected, and they steadfastly persevered in the face of rejection. They were persecuted until our victory came to them. Such is GOD's system that will never change. The history of My messengers thus sets the precedents for you.
If the Prophets guided others with God’s commandments, then the Prophets themselves should also had been guided by these commandments. Since learning how to read Salat and pay Zakat needs guidance the Salat and Zakat they learnt were taught from the God’s commandments.  The following two verses stipulates a rule which binds the Prophets to do what they preach, thus if the Prophets guided others with God’s commandments then they should equally be guided by it.
[61:2] O you who believe, why do you say what you do not do?
[61:3] Most abominable in the sight of GOD is that you say what you do not do.
 
It is quite straight forward one should do what one preaches, (61:2-3), thus the Prophets were preaching the Salat and Zakat, from the scripture which they once were taught with God’s help from the scripture.

Abortion is it allowed in Islam?;
The Old Testament “Thy shell not kill” covers this subject, and the New Testament is totally against any sought of abortion.  We know from Quran that the scripture in the past has been tempered with;
[2:79] therefore, woe to those who distort the scripture with their own hands, then say, "This is what GOD has revealed," seeking a cheap material gain. Woe to them for such distortion and woe to them for their illicit gains.
 
[2:174] those who conceal GOD's revelations in the scripture, in exchange for a cheap material gain, eat but fire into their bellies. GOD will not speak to them on the Day of Resurrection, nor will He purify them. They have incurred a painful retribution.
[3:187]  GOD took a covenant from those who received the scripture: "You shall proclaim it to the people, and never conceal it." But they disregarded it behind their backs, and traded it away for a cheap price. What a miserable trade.
However, God promised that Quran will not change.  This fact has been established in recent years by modern technology which confirmed that Quran has not changed since the time of Muhammad and indeed is the word of God.
[43:3]  We have rendered it an Arabic Quran, that you may understand.
[43:4]  It is preserved with us in the original master, honourable and full of wisdom.
[85:21]  Indeed, it is a glorious Quran.
[85:22]  In a preserved master tablet.
So what does Quran say about abortion.  As we know abortion can be necessary under certain circumstances like rape.  God has provided us with His Mercy and allow abortion up till certain point.  The Abortion is allowed until Foetus is formed.  This is subtly but clearly put in the verse as follows;
[22:5]  O people, if you have any doubt about resurrection, (remember that) we created you from dust, and subsequently from a tiny drop, which turns into a hanging (embryo), then it becomes a foetus that is given life or deemed lifeless. We thus clarify things for you. We settle in the wombs whatever we will for a predetermined period.  We then bring you out as infants, than you reach maturity. While some, of you die young, others live to the worst age, only to find out that no more knowledge can be attained beyond a certain limit. Also, you look at a land that is dead, than as soon as we shower it with water, it vibrates with life and grows all kinds of beautiful plants.
The underlined bold part of the verse above is the key to understand this point.  We are disallowed murdering a Life.  And above life is only given to Foetus and not embryo.  Thus it is okay to abort embryo.  But we need confirmation of some sort perhaps a verse where abortion is mention.  These verses are as follows;
[22:1]  O people, you shall reverence your Lord, for the quaking of the Hour is something horrendous.
[22:2]  The day you witness it, even a nursing mother will discard her infant, and a pregnant woman will abort her foetus. You will see the people staggering, as if they are intoxicated, even though they are not intoxicated. This is because GOD's retribution is so awesome.
The verses above talk about aborting.  When you add 1+2+5 the three verses in question you get 8.  Concatenate 8 to 22 the chapter we get 228 with is 19x12 or 228 / 190 = 1/ 2.  Confirming the fact that 22:5 can be used as a guide to abortion based on the fact that life is given to foetus and not an embryo and that, 19 based codes in the Quran does remove all traces of doubt.
Position 2 describes “Command used in various situations”, thus 22:5 is a command used in understanding abortion allowed and also used to understand creation of human from embryo, thus as the Position 2 describes this command (22:5) is used under various circumstances.
The Level is 2 which is Theme “Related to Righteousness” which indeed reflects the fact it is righteous to abort an embryo but not foetus. 
Also below another verse explains where foetus is made into a creature and not embryo.
[23:14]  Then we developed the drop into a hanging (embryo), then developed the hanging (embryo) into a bite-size (foetus), then created the bite-size (foetus) into bones, then covered the bones with flesh. We thus produce a new creature. Most blessed is GOD, the best Creator.
To be more precise in days when the abortion is allowed look at the following derivation of the codes;
The sum of pregnancy and breast feeding is 30 months (15:46). The time for breastfeeding alone is 24 months (31:14). 30 – 24 = 6 months is the pregnancy of life (nafs). The total number of months in pregnancy from embryo onwards is 9 months. Thus 9 – 6 = 3 months is when there is no life in embryo or foetus, which is 86 days.
Therefore the abortion can take place within the first 86 days of pregnancy. (22:2) 86 22 2 = 4538 x 19. Position is 8 “Issues”, indeed there are many issues regarding abortion in Islam and other faiths, but this code clarifies all these issues for once and all.
Hence when the foetus reaches 87 days the life is given to the foetus. (22:5) 22 + 5 + 87 = 114 = 19 x 6 Position 6 is “Caution”, indeed this is very important moment because God might not give life to foetus.

Chopping thief’s hands is it Islamic?; 
One myth of Islamic law states that chop of thief hands which is not a fact, according to Quran. This is the most, cruel interpretation of Islamic law. Any Muslim should know that, God is Most Merciful then why would He allow such a cruel thing to happen. The real law, which is in this, article is to Mark thief's hands. This is superior law and only God can think of it. Once the hands are marked everyone would be aware of that person, the thief will be humiliated, by the time thief, has compensated (another Islamic law) for the theft his hand is healed. So how do we know marking the hand is, correct. The reason is that the same Arabic word for Cut which is used in the verse stating cutting thief’s hands also appears in the verse where Joseph was invited to the landladies, guests and the ladies "cut" their hands in admiration for Joseph. Obviously they would not have severed their hands. These verses are linked to each other through the mathematical code of 19. Thus, confirming the usage of Arabic word cut was much milder than initially thought, of.
5:38-39 is where cutting of thief’s hand is mentioned;
Mathematical Proof Supports Quranic Justice
[5:38]  The thief, male or female, you shall mark their hands as a punishment for their crime, and to serve as an example from GOD. GOD is Almighty, Most Wise.
[5:39]  If one repents after committing this crime, and reforms, GOD redeems him. GOD is Forgiver, Most Merciful.
Joseph & Landlady;
[12:30]  Some women in the city gossiped: "The governor's wife is trying to seduce her servant. She is deeply in love with him. We see that she has gone astray."
[12:31]  When she heard of their gossip, she invited them, prepared for them a comfortable place, and gave each of them a knife. She then said to him, "Enter their room." When they saw him, they so admired him, that they cut their hands.* They said, "Glory be to GOD, this is not a human being; this is an honourable angel."
[12:32]  She said, "This is the one you blamed me for falling in love with. I did indeed try to seduce him, and he refused. Unless he does what I command him to do, he will surely go to prison, and will be debased."
Add the verses chapter 12 are 93 and chapter 5 are 77 concatenate 12 93 5 77 = 68083 * 19 a proof.
12 93 5 77 / 190 = 6808 / 3 i.e. the Position is 3
Position 3 describes principle or rule clarified, indeed dealing with thieves are dealt with in the above code and context of the verses.  The temporal connection order of revelation chapter 12 is 53 earlier then chapter 5 which is 112 more, later. 
The Level is 5 which is Theme is “Detailing Information”.  Indeed the context of the verses details the punishment of a thief and clarifies what severity is involved in executing the cut on thieves hands in (5:38-39) and that by marking the hands there is more chance that the thief will reform through the humiliation he/she suffers by being exposed as a thief.

Moses did Hajj at Sacred Mosque in Mecca;
Abraham built Kabaa in Mecca all messengers after him and the believers did Hajj (Pilgrimage) there.  This aspect is true for Moses as well.  And if this is true for Moses then it would be true for all messengers after Abraham, including Jesus.  Following is the proof;
[28:27]  He said, "I wish to offer one of my two daughters for you to marry, in return for working for me for eight pilgrimages; if you make them ten, it will be voluntary on your part. I do not wish to make this matter too difficult for you. You will find me, GOD willing, righteous."
In the above verse Moses promises to work for Jashua (see his identity later) in so many pilgrimages in place of getting the hand of this mans daughter in marriage.  But where is the location of these pilgrimages?  The mathematical miracle of 19 finds that out.
The geometric value of BaatulMukharum (Sacred House) which we know is Kaaba is as follows;
Baa = 2, Yae = 10, Tae = 400, Alif = 1, Laam = 30, Meem = 40, Kaf = 20,  Hae = 8, Rae = 200, Meem = 40 add these we get 751 when we concatenate this with the above verse we get number completely multiple with 19 confirming that Moses indeed visited Kaaba and did Hajj’s.
28 27 751 = 148829 x 19 or 28 27 751 / 190 = 14882 / 9  Temporal connection is that 28:27 was revealed long after the Sacred House was built, therefore 28:27 more recent (left most) and Sacred House more historical right most.  The Position 9 describes “Provision” and indeed Moses was in desperate need of God’s help and 28:27 explains that he did get provisions from this man with God’s leave.  The Level is 6 which is Theme “messenger related”, indeed the context of (28:27) implies that this verse was specific to Moses who was a messenger.
Another aspect is who is the old man who helped Moses?  Rashad thought it was Jashua (Yashua in Arabic).  Let’s see if this is true.  The old man is mentioned first in 28:23, The Gv of Yashua is Yae=10, Sheen=300, Waoo=6, Ayn=70 = 386, add this with chapter 28 and verse 23 we get;
437 = 23 x 19
This code confirms that this old man was indeed Jashua. Position is 3 “Principle or rule clarified”, the principle figure in this verse was called Yashua.
[28:23]  When he reached Midyan's water, he found a crowd of people watering, and noticed two women waiting on the side. He said, "What is it that you need?" They said, "We are not able to water, until the crowd disperses, and our father is an old man."

Hajj could only be done when Mecca is occupied by the believers;
There is clear commandment in Quran which prohibits believers from worshipping in a Mosque which is occupied by the disbelievers.  Please read the following;
[9:107]  There are those who abuse the masjid by practicing idol worship, dividing the believers, and providing comfort to those who oppose GOD and His messenger. They solemnly swear: "Our intentions are honourable!" GOD bears witness that they are liars.
[9:108]  You shall never pray in such a masjid. A masjid that is established on the basis of righteousness from the first day is more worthy of your praying therein. In it, there are people who love to be purified. GOD loves those who purify themselves.
What we would like to know is this applicable to the Sacred Mosque in Mecca.  I.e. if Sacred Mosque in Mecca is occupied by disbelievers believers should not go for pilgrimage there unless the disbeliever’s do not occupy the Sacred Mosque?
For this purpose we would like to look at what happened to Muhammad and believers all those years ago but why, because as the following verse says the messengers set precedent for us;
[6:34]  Messengers before you have been rejected, and they steadfastly persevered in the face of rejection. They were persecuted until our victory came to them. Such is GOD's system that will never change. The history of  My messengers thus sets the precedents for you.
We know from the following verse that Muhammad and believers were prevented from doing Hajj by disbelievers.
[5:2]  O you who believe, do not violate the rites instituted by GOD, nor the Sacred Months, nor the animals to be offered, nor the garlands marking them, nor the people who head for the Sacred Shrine (Ka`bah) seeking blessings from their Lord and approval. Once you complete the pilgrimage, you may hunt. Do not be provoked into aggression by your hatred of people who once prevented you from going to the Sacred Masjid. You shall cooperate in matters of righteousness and piety; do not cooperate in matters that are sinful and evil. You shall observe GOD. GOD is strict in enforcing retribution.
So when did they do Hajj?
Chapter 5 and its order of revelation 112, just before chapter 9 order of revelation 113, when Muhammad and his followers conquered Mecca.
3:96-97 is command to do Hajj and 9:3 is the verse when Muhammad occupied Mecca and did Hajj.  Thus they did Hajj when Mecca was occupied by believers.  When we concatenate these verses we get confirmation of their doing Hajj.
[3:96]  The most important shrine established for the people is the one in Becca; a blessed beacon for all the people.
[3:97]  In it are clear signs: the station of Abraham. Anyone who enters it shall be granted safe passage. The people owe it to GOD that they shall observe Hajj to this shrine, when they can afford it. As for those who disbelieve, GOD does not need anyone.
[9:3]  A proclamation is herein issued from GOD and His messenger to all the people on the great day of pilgrimage, that GOD has disowned the idol worshipers, and so did His messenger. Thus, if you repent, it would be better for you. But if you turn away, then know that you can never escape from GOD. Promise those who disbelieve a painful retribution.
9 3 3 96 97 = 491563 * 19 and 9 3 3 96 97 / 190 = 49156 / 3
Position 3 describes Principle or Rule clarified, indeed principle of under what circumstances one can do Hajj is clarified in the code above.  Temporal connection is that (9:3) left most which means the most recent, thus the above code implies that today and at Muhammad’s time the Hajj would only be done when Kabaa is occupied by believers, (3:96-97) is historic in the above code because it is situated right most in the code above and indeed these two verses only imply if (9:3) is true that is Kabaa is occupied by believers as an example of Muhammad who did Hajj in (9:3).  The Level is 6 which is Theme “Messenger Related”, indeed (9:3) is all about when Muhammad occupied Kabaa and did Hajj, thus being Messenger related.
Also we are only allowed to use the commandment in 2:196 i.e. “If you are prevented …” when the believers occupy Kabaa;
[2:196]  You shall observe the complete rites of Hajj and`Umrah for GOD. If you are prevented, you shall send an offering, and do not resume cutting your hair until your offering has reached its destination. If you are ill, or suffering a head injury (and you must cut your hair), you shall expiate by fasting, or giving to charity, or some other form of worship. During the normal Hajj, if you break the state of Ihraam (sanctity) between `Umrah and Hajj, you shall expiate by offering an animal sacrifice. If you cannot afford it, you shall fast three days during Hajj and seven when you return home - this completes ten - provided you do not live at the Sacred Masjid. You shall observe GOD, and know that GOD is strict in enforcing retribution.
[5:2]  O you who believe, do not violate the rites instituted by GOD, nor the Sacred Months, nor the animals to be offered, nor the garlands marking them, nor the people who head for the Sacred Shrine (Ka`bah) seeking blessings from their Lord and approval. Once you complete the pilgrimage, you may hunt.  Do not be provoked into aggression by your hatred of people who once prevented you from going to the Sacred Masjid. You shall cooperate in matters of righteousness and piety; do not cooperate in matters that are sinful and evil. You shall observe GOD. GOD is strict in enforcing retribution.
5 2 2 196 = 27484 * 19 and 5 2 2 196 / 190 = 2748 / 4
The context of the verses (5:2) & (2:196) clarifies that the rule mentioned in (2:196) which states when prevented to do Hajj due to illness then an offering should be send to the shrine, is only applicable when Kabaa is occupied by the believers, this fact is clear from (5:2) where it starts with “O you who believe …”.
Position 4 describes act of righteousness, indeed both verses above describe acts of righteousness .i.e. the act of doing Hajj.  Temporal connection suggest (5:2) left most which is most recent because this verse is an example of Muhammad and his followers being prevented from doing Hajj, and (2:196) is right most that is historical because the instructions of what to do when prevented to do Hajj are in this verse of which (5:2) decision was made.  The Level is 5 which is Theme “Detailing Information” indeed the above code details out when (2:196) applies and when it does not.
Also 5:2 and 9:3 are coded.  5+2+9+3=19 and 19 / 190 = 0.1
Position 1 describes scenario described, indeed (5:2 & 9:3) is one scenario where one does Hajj when Kabaa is occupied by the believers .i.e. in this instance Kabaa was occupied by Muhammad and his followers.  Also the trend in codes which is when the code is derived when all entities in the code are added together rather than concatenated is that it is the application of the context of the verses.  Indeed above (5:2) is application of (9:3) when Kabaa was occupied by Muhammad and his followers.  The Level is 1 which is Theme “Precedence”, indeed the context of the verses in this code sets precedence for the believers.
The above two codes for (5:2, 9:3 & 2:196) confirm that “if you are prevented...” in 2:196 from doing Hajj is to do with lack of cash or illness. This is true because 5:2 is addressing believer’s .i.e. when believers occupied Mecca, the code with 9:3 is further confirms this fact.

Further evidence that Muhammad only tried to do Hajj when custodians of Kabaa were believers;
Muhammad only asked his followers to do Hajj or send offerings to Kabaa after victory of Mecca, this fact is stated in (48:24-25) order of revelation 111.
[48:24]  He is the One who withheld their hands of aggression against you, and withheld your hands of aggression against them in the valley of Mecca, after He had granted you victory over them. GOD is Seer of everything you do.
[48:25]  It is they who disbelieved and barred you from the Sacred Masjid, and even prevented your offerings from reaching their destination. There were believing, men and women (within the enemy camp) whom you did not know, and you were about to hurt them, unknowingly. GOD thus admits into His mercy whomever He wills. If they persist, He, will re-quite those among them who disbelieve with a painful retribution.
It is clear from (48:24) that believers won Mecca at this point.  The reason for non-aggression by both parties could only be one which is that some sort of agreement was reached, which means that both parties must have had some common interest.  As the next verse clarifies (48:25) there were some believers in the other party.  However, (48:25) also suggest that this party disbelieved later and did not allow offerings to reach Kabaa nor allowed the believers to do Hajj.  This happened after the victory mentioned in (48:24) to the believers.   Further evidence of this happening is the word “disbelieved” in (48:25) which confirms that up until this point they believed, but as soon as Muhammad and the believers sent offerings or wanted to do Hajj they disbelieved and barred them.
(5:2) order of revelation 112 is a reminder of this instance mentioned in (48:24-25), and God asked the believers not to be provoked by this.
[5:2]  O you who believe, do not violate the rites instituted by GOD, nor the Sacred Months, nor the animals to be offered, nor the garlands marking them, nor the people who head for the Sacred Shrine (Ka`bah) seeking blessings from their Lord and approval. Once you complete the pilgrimage, you may hunt.  Do not be provoked into aggression by your hatred of people who once prevented you from going to the Sacred Masjid. You shall cooperate in matters of righteousness and piety; do not cooperate in matters that are sinful and evil. You shall observe GOD. GOD is strict in enforcing retribution.
However, the verses which state that we should not worship in a mosque occupied by disbelievers were issued much later in chapter 9 order of revelation 113.  So what is going on?  The answer is simple God guides through inspiration, thus Muhammad was guided to not to do Hajj while the disbelievers occupied Kabaa.  Else Muhammad could have disguised himself and done the Hajj or the believers could have done the same, but Muhammad and the believers were not liars and cheat, this sequence of events shows their character.
[9:107]  There are those who abuse the masjid by practicing idol worship, dividing the believers, and providing comfort to those who oppose GOD and His messenger. They solemnly swear: "Our intentions are honourable!" GOD bears witness that they are liars.
Do Not Pray in Those Masjids
[9:108]  You shall never pray in such a masjid. A masjid that is established on the basis of righteousness from the first day is more worthy of your praying therein. In it, there are people who love to be purified. GOD loves those who purify themselves.
Gv of Al-Baaet (Kabaa) is Alif = 1 + Laam = 30 + Bae = 2 + Yae = 10 + Tae = 400 = 443 when you concatenate this gv with (9:107-108) we get complete multiple of 19, proving beyond doubt the fact that while the disbelievers occupy Kabaa (Musjid) we are forbidden from doing Hajj.
9 107 108 443 = 479321497 x 19 or 9 107 108 443 / 190 = 47832149.7
Position 7 describes disbelievers, indeed (9:107-108) pointing out to the believers the occupation of Kabaa by the disbelievers and what the consequences are.  Also only the disbelievers will do Hajj when the Kabaa is occupied by the disbelievers, because the believers will take heed of this code while disbelievers will not.
Temporal connection is chapter verses left most which is more recent and applies to today while gv of Kabaa right most historical was build before the Quran was revealed.
Level 9 is Theme “Misconceptions clarified”.  Indeed the above code clarifies that only the disbelievers would do Hajj when Mecca is occupied by the disbelievers, and that the true believers should always do Hajj when Mecca is occupied by the believers like Muhammad did.
Thus the code above validates the two trends which are prominent, in the code that is the “Position” and the “Temporal Connection”.  Thus, confirming that the code is correct.

In verse (2:30) the representative was Ibleese (Satan);
[2:30]  And when your Lord said to the angels, "I am placing a representative on Earth." They said, "Will You place therein one who will spread evil therein and shed blood, while we sing Your praises, glorify You, and uphold Your absolute authority?" He said, "I know what you do not know."
There had been many arguments about which the “representative” in the above verse might have been, Satan or Adam.  Rashad Khalifa thought that it was Satan.  Today we can confirm this with the virtue of mathematical miracle of 19. 
In the above verse “a representative” was Ibleese and not Adam.
Geometric value of Ibleese is;
Alif = 1, Bae = 2, Laam = 30, Yae = 10, Seen = 60
1 + 2 + 30 + 10 + 60 = 103
Geometric value of Adam is;
Alif = 1, Daal = 4, meem = 40
1 + 4 + 40 = 45
When we add 103 with verse above we get 133 = 7 x 19 or 133 / 190 = 0 / 7.
However no combination with gv of Adam is multiple of 19.  This proves that the “representative” was Ibleese and his descendants Jinn’s.
The Position 7 describe “Disbelievers” and indeed verse 2:30 is addressing disbelievers and indeed majority of Jinns are disbelievers.
The trend within this coding system is such that it has been observed that when codes are created and the code is the sum of the entities of the (like an example above) code than the context of the verses involved are the application of the code.  In simplest terms Ibleese (Satan) is the “representative” in the above verse as a functional entity in practical terms.
Level 2 is Theme “Related to righteousness”.  This verse also enlightens us that it is God’s mercy and righteous act when He let us have this chance to prove that there will be some believers who would be saved despite Satan’s persistence, and this sentiment is encompassed in (2:30) … They said, "Will You place therein one who will spread evil therein and shed blood, while we sing Your praises, glorify You, and uphold Your absolute authority?" He said, "I know what you do not know." … 
God knew that the messengers and their followers will make it to Heaven.

Islam starts after 40 years of age;
Only One Religion Approved by God
[3:85]  Anyone who accepts other than Submission (Islam) as his religion, it will not be accepted from him, and in the Hereafter, he will be with the losers.
40: The Age of Decision
[46:15]  We enjoined the human being to honour his parents. His mother bore him arduously, gave birth to him arduously, and took intimate care of him for thirty months. When he reaches maturity, and reaches the age of forty, he should say, "My Lord, direct me to appreciate the blessings You have bestowed upon me and upon my parents, and to do the righteous works that please You. Let my children be righteous as well. I have repented to You; I am peacefully surrendering (Muslim)."
When you read (46:15) it is quite clear that one becomes Muslim (Submitter) at the age of forty.  This fact is based on the last part of the verse where it says ‘…I have repented to You; I am a Submitter (Muslim) …’  However, for those still in doubt the following explanation and code should clarify any slight doubt.
Islam starts at the age of 40.
46 15 3 85 = 242915 x 19 or 46 15 3 85 / 190 = 24291 / 5
The above code proves that one is responsible for his/her deeds after the age of 40, which implies that Islam must also start at the age of 40 for him/her.
Temporal connection is that verse (46:15) is left most which is more recent because one has to reach the age of 40 first, before accepting Islam fully hence (3:85) comes later.
Position 5 describes “Gift from God”, and indeed acceptance of Islam is gift from God, because it is the only religion, which will help you to make it to heaven and lead a happy life on earth.
The Level is 6 which is Theme “Messenger related”, indeed it was Dr. Rashad Khalifa  the messenger who confirmed that the age of responsibility starts at 40 and it was Al-Muzzamil (alias Ijaz Chaudry) who confirmed above that Islam starts at 40, thus the Theme coincide with context of the code.

Sacred Months confirmed;
Dr. Rashad Khalifa the Messenger of the Covenant confirmed the Sacred Months to be 12, 1, 2 and 3.  Since then there have been no proof for these months to be sacred accept Rashad’s word as a messenger.  Recently after Rashad’s death, another messenger Al-Muzzammil (Ijaz Chaudry) proved these months to be sacred using the mathematical miracle of the Quran number 19 and its multiples.  I used similar methods of 19 based codes as used by Rashad Khalifa by modifying these methods and enhancing them.  Please observe the code as follows;
The following verse confirms the fact that the disbelievers (mainly Muhammadan’s) have altered the sacred months whilst keeping the number of months intact; 
Altering the Sacred Months
[9:37]  Altering the Sacred Months is a sign of excessive disbelief; it augments the straying of those who have disbelieved. They alternate the Sacred Months and the regular months, while preserving the number of months consecrated by GOD. They thus violate what GOD has consecrated. Their evil works are adorned in their eyes. GOD does not guide the disbelieving people.
*9:37 The Sacred Months according to the corrupted Muslim World are Rajab, Zul-Qe`dah, Zul-Hijjah, and Muharram (7th, 11th, 12th and 1st months of the Islamic Calendar). A careful study of the Quran, however, reveals that they should be Zul-Hijjah, Muharram, Safar, and Rabi I (12th, 1st, 2nd, and 3rd months).
The code below consists of (9:37) and the Sacred Months suggested by Rashad respectively;
Months confirmed 12, 1, 2, 3;
Code; 9 37 12 1 2 3 temporal connection, 9:37 left most present tense true because the traditional Muslims adhere to their incorrect months whilst the correct months in order of 12, 1, 2 and 3 right most historical which were adhered by Muhammad and messengers before him are the correct months.
Proof; 9 37 12 1 2 3 = 4932217 x 19
Position;
9 37 12 1 2 3 / 190 = 493221 / 7
Position 7 describes “disbelievers” indeed (9:37) is points out the people who alter these months are disbelievers and those who do not agree with this code and the un-altered sacred months are also disbelievers.
The Level is 7 which is Theme is “Disbelievers”, both the Position and the Level are “Disbelievers”, which is an overwhelming evidence that the code is valid and emphasise a fact beyond doubt that the ones who does not agree with these Sacred Months are indeed the disbelievers.
I have no knowledge of how Rashad Khalifa found out what the sacred months were all I know is that the Miracle of 19 is pointing out quite clearly these to be the Sacred Months also and I believe in God’s assertion in the Quran that the miracle of 19 is here to remove any doubts we may have, and this is one where some doubt might creeps in (74:31 point 4).

Funeral Prayer decoded from the Quran;

Like the normal Salat the Funeral prayer is entirely from the Quran, the verses used in its preparation are; (23:97-98), whole of the Key Chapter 1, part of (27:8) “Glory be to God”, part of (37:35) “Laa Elaaha Ella Allah” and (9:84) where the Funeral prayers are mentioned. The only word “Duwa” is out of the Quran, this is just a direction to make your wishes for the deceased. 
It took me about three days each day about few hours to decipher this code.  During that time I recognised the fact that this final code is correct.  So why is this code correct?  This code is correct because it is consistent.  How is it consistent? The code is consistent because it only uses the geometric values of the Arabic words throughout the code.  And the reason why it took me three days was that I was mixing geometric values with the number of letters.  What I mean by “number of letters” is that the geometric values of the Key was punctuated with each verse having the total number of letters in that verse for example the first verse of Key had 19 letters in it therefore I put 19 786 and so on however, leaving others like “Duwa”without number of letters.  As soon as I made the code consistent I got the result.
Geometric value of (23:97) without Wah Qul is 1956;
Geometric value of (23:98) is 2132;
Geometric Value of words in the verse by verse starting with verse 1 ending with verse 7 Key;

These geometric values were taken from latest QT by Dr.RashadKhalifa chapter 1 foot note.
Geometric value of  "Laa Elaaha Ella Allah [There is no other god beside GOD]";
165;
Laam = 30 + alif = 1 + alif = 1 + laam = 30 + hae = 5 + alif = 1 + laam = 30 + alif = 1 + alif =  1+ laam = 30 x 2 + hae = 5 = 165
Geometric Value of “Subhan Allah” or Glory be to God is 186;
Seen = 60 + Bae = 2 + Hae = 8 + Noon = 50 + Alif = 1 + Laam = 30 x 2 + Ha = 5 = 186.
Geometric value of Duwa;
12;
Dhaal = 4 + alif 1 + waoe = 6 + alif 1 = 12
AND
(9:84) is the verse where Funeral prayer is mentioned.
The Temporal connection is geometric values left most this is because the Funeral prayers existed before the Quran was revealed.  The Position is 6 which describe “Caution”, indeed the Funeral prayer should be done by the believer for another believer only thus the caution.
My Lord I seek refuge in You from the whispers of the devils and I seek refuge in You my Lord lest they come near me say Glory be to God recite The Key, say Glory be to God say Duwa (prayer for the deceased) and conclude the prayer by saying Glory be to God. 
So how do we know that there is such a thing as Funeral prayers?  There is strong correlation between the following two verses.  Verse (9:84) tells us that do not do Funeral prayer for the disbelievers and verse (2:133) is talking about Jacob on his death bed.  Thus the code which follows shortly shows that Jacob who was dying would incur opposite of what (9:84) because he was a believer, that is had a Funeral prayer.
[2:133]  Had you witnessed Jacob on his death bed; he said to his children, "What will you worship after I die?" They said, "We will worship your god; the god of your fathers Abraham, Ismail, and Isaac; the one god. To Him we are submitters."
[9:84]  You shall not observe the funeral prayer for any of them when he dies, nor shall you stand at his grave. They have disbelieved in GOD and His messenger, and died in a state of wickedness.
9 84 2 133 = 518007 x 19 and 9 84 2 133 / 190 = 51800.7
The Temporal connection is that (9:84) happened after Jacob’s death in (2:133) that is Jacob’s death is earlier on or historical as compared to the era of Muhammad.  The Position  7 describes disbelievers, indeed (9:84) is addressing disbelievers.  But how does this verse  (2:133) comes into the code?  When you look at the Level which is 6 (Messenger related) it clarifies that the trend in this code is “Messenger related” indeed first of all (9:84) is command to Muhammad who was a messenger and secondly (2:133) Jacob was a messenger and thirdly Al-Muzzamil who found out the code and clarified this issue is also a messenger.
Also when you add 9 + 84 + 2 + 133 = 228 = 19 x 12 and 228 / 190 = 1.2
This code represents another aspect of the miracle of 19 which is when the code is sum of the chapter and verses as shown above, it signifies application of the context of the verses.  Putting it simply in the instance above the code confirms that Funeral prayer should be carried for the believers but not for the disbelievers.
The Position is 2 which “Command used in various situations”, indeed (9:84) is a command to the believers.  The Level is 2 which is “Related to righteousness” indeed following the command in (9:84) is related to righteousness and also conducting Funeral prayer for the believers.
(9:84) whom does it refer to? It refers to Muhammad and his people, but it also sets up precedence for the believers. Please carry on reading;
[9:81]  The sedentary rejoiced in their staying behind the messenger of GOD, and hated to strive with their money and their lives in the cause of GOD. They said, "Let us not mobilize in this heat!" Say, "The fire of Hell is much hotter," if they could only comprehend.
The messenger mentioned in (9:81) is Muhammad the same messenger is addressed in (9:84) as the subtext continues from (9:81) to (9:84).
9 81 92 = 5168 x 19 and 9 81 92 / 190 = 516.8
The Temporal connection is verse (9:81) more recent than geometric value of Muhammad.  This is true because Quran was revealed after Muhammad was born, that is Muhammad historically older than the Quran.
The Position is 8 which describes, “Issues” indeed this verse is addressing an issue which the disbelievers had with Muhammad .i.e. they hated to strive in the cause of God.  The Level is 4 which is “Verses which can be extrapolated”.  Indeed this code points to the times of Muhammad and a scenario of a battle.

Historic Trail of revelation of Quran confirmed;
We know that 87 chapters in the Quran were revealed in Mecca and 27 in Medina making the total of 114. However, this is the first time proven beyond doubt if that is correct. There are instances where the names of the chapters have been interpreted differently by different people. This code confirms the correct names of the chapters as well as confirming where each chapter was revealed.
The following code is colour coded and relatively easy to validate. For example when you search the code for gv of “Sura” which is 671, the total occurrence is 114, this is correct because there are total of 114 chapters or Sura’s. When you search the code for gv of Mukeah gv 475 you get 87 occurrences which is correct there were 87 revelations in Mecca and when you search for gv of 509 of Medinea you get 27 occurrences which is also correct because there were 27 revelations in Medina. Further one can establish the relationships between different entities just by observing the colour coded code. You start with gv of “Sura” 671, then gv of “the” 31 (however there are few verses without ‘the’), then gv of the name of the chapter which are highlighted further on in the order of revelation, and then gv of either “Mukeah” or “Medinea” gv of 475 & 509 respectively. And the whole code is sequenced like that;
 
The physical proof below can be verified by copying and pasting this colour coded codes below to MS Office OneNote remove the equal signs on the last line. The total and the multiples will disappear and then re-establish the equal signs for the total it will then give you sum of all codes as shown below to be 70243 then divide that by 19 as shown below by putting "/" symbol and equal sign it will give you multiple of 19 which is 3697. This method will confirm that code is multiple of 19. It is a large combined code consisting of 436 smaller codes which include all the colour coded codes below;

The ultimate scholarly proof of Quran being the total word of God is below;
 To find the historical trail similar to Bible, we require, time of revelation, place of revelation and segments of information which was revealed during the revelation or in this instance of the Quran, the chapter names and to whom the revelations were revealed.
 Quran comes with inbuilt verification and authenticating system. Each chapter has a name and place of revelation, since the time we know the Quran. This verification and authentication unlike Bible can be observed by anyone at any time or place.
So how can we prove that the name and the place of revelations were correct? Here does the mathematical Miracle of 19 comes in play indeed this Miracle is sure way of proving any bit of information within Quran to be true (74:30-35). For Mathematical verification of the name of the chapters and place where they were revealed through the Mathematical Miracle of 19 where the code is concatenated please view next chapter.
 In addition for self-verification of the codes one can do the following;
 When you add geometric values of names of the chapters alone in the above link you get 46797 / 19 = 2463 which is also multiple of 19. When you add the geometric values of Sura (Chapter), Madinea (from Medina) and Makeah (from Mecca) though out the Quran you still get multiple of 19 as above.
 All three codes give overwhelming proof that the Quran was revealed at those cities with the chapter names described in the link above. This concludes part of the historical trail, now the third aspect of the trail is when was the Quran revealed which is as follows;
 When was Quran revealed, we know from historical sources that the Quran was revealed between 610 CE and 632 CE. If we take these two values and concatenate with (17:106) where it describes the delivery of the Quran we get complete multiple of 19, confirming that the Quran was revealed between these two dates;

[17:106]  A Quran that we have released slowly, in order for you to read it to the people over a long period, although we sent it down all at once.
 The other delivery method "we sent it down all at once" is proven below;
 The following verses illustrates this occasion;
 [2:185]  Ramadan is the month during which the Quran was revealed, providing guidance for the people, clear teachings, and the statute book. Those of you who witness this month shall fast therein. Those who are ill or travelling may substitute the same number of other days. GOD wishes for you convenience, not hardship, that you may fulfil your obligations, and to glorify GOD for guiding you, and to express your appreciation.
 [97:1] We revealed it in the Night of Destiny.
[97:2] How awesome is the Night of Destiny!
[97:3] The Night of Destiny is better than a thousand months.
 First the fact that the Quran was revealed in Ramadan is confirmed by the following code;
(97:1) & (2:185) 97 + 1 + 2 + 185 = 285 = 15 x 19 this code confirms that the Quran was revealed on the Night of Destiny. Now following is the proof that the Night of Destiny was the 27th of Ramadan which is 9th Month of Lunar Islamic calendar of 13 B.H. 
 Concatenate 27 the day these revelations came about…
 27 97 1 2 3 = 147217 x 19 or 27 97 1 2 3 / 190 = 14721.7
 Temporal connection is telling us that 27 the day when the Quran was revealed and then later (97:1-3) were physically revealed to Muhammad through Gabriel.
 Position 7 describes “Disbelievers” and indeed the Disbelievers have abominated the 27th of Ramadan to a great extent, they idolise Muhammad on that day extensively. Level is 6 which is Theme “Messenger related”. There are two messengers involved in the context of this code, Muhammad who the Quran was revealed to and Quran itself which is also a messenger.
 It was year 13 B.H (before Hijrah .i.e. before Muhammad left Mecca due to oppression to go to Medina) when this was revealed and it was ninth month of Ramadan, thus;
 (97:1-3) 1 + 2 + 3 = 6
 97 + 6 + 27 + 13 + 9 = 152 = 8 x 19 or 152 / 190 = 0.8
 Position 8 describes “Issues”, indeed the disbelievers have made many issues regarding this Night and the ascension of Muhammad to high heaven to receive the Quran (53:1-18), they say that Muhammad rode a flying horse to heaven; if that was the case then Muhammad would still be travelling. The reality is based on the facts revealed by Dr Rashad Khalifa the messenger of the Covenant is that it is a vision where the Soul travels to the High Heaven faster than the speed of light, which happens when one has gone to sleep. Level 2 is Theme “Related to righteousness”. Thus this act of receiving the Quran by Muhammad was very much related to righteousness.
 The above constitutes the historical trail of the Quran proven by the Miracle of 19 and the following verse confirms who delivered these revelations;

  So who was the recipient of the Quran;
[33:40]  Muhammad was not the father of any man among you. He was a messenger of GOD and the final prophet. GOD is fully aware of all things.
The verse above (33:40) confirms the fact that Quran was revealed to Muhammad, since he was the Final Prophet and the Quran is the Final Testament. Examples of other prophets who were revealed the books were Moses (Torah) and Jesus (Gospel).

This article reveals an ultimate proof of the chapter names and the cities where they were revealed;
We know that 87 chapters in the Quran were revealed in Mecca and 27 in Medina making the total of 114. However, this is the first time proven beyond doubt if that is correct. There are instances where the names of the chapters have been interpreted differently by different people. This code confirms the correct names of the chapters as well as confirming where each chapter was revealed.
The following code is colour coded and relatively easy to validate. For example when you search the code for gv of “Sura” which is 671, the total occurrence is 114, this is correct because there are total of 114 chapters or Sura’s. When you search the code for gv of Mukeah gv 475 you get 87 occurrences which is correct there were 87 revelations in Mecca and when you search for gv of 509 of Medina you get 27 occurrences which is also correct because there were 27 revelations in Medina. Further one can establish the relationships between different entities just by observing the colour coded code. You start with gv of “Sura” 671, then gv of “the” 31 (however there are few verses without ‘the’), then gv of the name of the chapter which are highlighted further on in the order of revelation, and then gv of either “Mukeah” or “Medina” gv of 475 & 509 respectively. And the whole code is sequenced like that.
All codes in the Quran have temporal connection .i.e. codes are related to time.  The codes run from left to right as from recent to historical. Therefore the following code only worked with the sequence in order of revelations of the Quran, .i.e. starting from chapter 96 then 68 … and ending with110, from most, earliest to more historical.

The Position is 3 which is “Principle or rule clarified”, indeed the principle entities in the Quran are the names of the chapters, and this code clarifies and confirms what they are. Also when the entities are added within the code it means that it is the application of those entities. Indeed the chapter names are essence or principle part of those chapters.

Book Two

Rites of Islam from the Quran;
Now after going through the articles in the previous section the reader is more encouraged to understand and follow the derivation of the Key Principles of Practice of Islam from the Quran as follows;

The First Pillar of Islam, La Elahaa Ella Allah;
Introduction
Human being has innate ability to exalt his own kind. No matter what signs they see around them they have a weakness to tribute these signs to some one or something other then God. This is true for the majority. However, minority few, take the signs around them as they should and attribute them to the creator of the Universe. God warns us of those people as follows:
(Joseph 12:103-106)
Most people, no matter what you do, will not believe. Even, though you are not asking them for any money. This is a reminder for all the people. So many signs are in the heavens and the earth they pass by them, heedlessly! Majority of those who believe in God do not do so without committing idol worship.
The article is for those minority few and also for the ones who believe in God, but are mixed up in their belief and want to find the true path.
False Shahada;
What is the true shahada (Proclamation of Islam)? Is there a false shahada? These are the two questions I will be discussing here.
First “Is there a false shahada?”
Since I was born until recently I was used to this shahada:
“There is no god other than God and Muhammad is His messenger”
I believed like majority of Muslims believe that those were the words of God. However, we all agree that God does not make mistakes. But the above shahada has a serious but simple mistake in it. It is suggesting that Muhammad is alive by saying “Muhammad is His messenger”. The correct statement should have been “Muhammad was His messenger”, because Muhammad is not alive anymore.
The Muslims who believe that Muhammad is still alive, please read on;
The following verses clearly indicate first that all of us are mortal and then calling Muhammad by name and suggesting that he would die;
 
(39:30) You will surely die, just like they will die.
[3:144]  Muhammad was no more than a messenger like the messengers before him. Should he die or get killed, would you turn back on your heels? Anyone who turns back on his heels does not hurt GOD in the least. GOD rewards those who are appreciative.
As we know it, he is buried in Medina in Saudi Arabia. While his soul is with God in Paradise where all believers go when they die, (2:154 & 3:169-171).
So the false shahada, is “There is no god other than God and Muhammad is His messenger”.
When one bears witness to the above they are incorrect, let me explain, “I bear witness that there is no god other then God and Muhammad is His messenger” is an incorrect statement, because nobody living today has witnessed Muhammad. However, we have witnessed God:
(7:172)
Recall that your Lord summoned all the descendants of Adam, and had them bear witness for themselves: “Am I not your Lord?” They all said, “Yes. We bear witness.” Thus you cannot say on the Day of Resurrection, “We were not aware of this”.
(7:172) is an event which happened before we were sent to earth and we all lived in High Heavens as Souls.
So far on two accounts we found the shahada is false, but that’s not enough there is another account, which makes this shahada incorrect and false.
Quran is clear that there should be no distinction between God’s prophets or messengers:
(2:136)
Say, “We believe in God, and in what was sent down to us, and in what was sent down to Abraham, Ismail, Isaac, Jacob, and Patriarchs; and in what was given to Moses and Jesus, and all the prophets from their Lord. We make no distinction among any of them. To Him alone we are submitters (Muslims).”
(2:285)
The messenger has believed in what was sent down to him from his Lord, and so did the believers. They believe in God, His angels, His scripture, and His messengers: “We make no distinction among any of His messengers.” They say, “We hear, and we obey. Forgive us, our Lord. To You is the ultimate destiny.”
However, when you include only “Muhammad’s” name in the shahada to the exclusion of all other messengers you prefer “Muhammad” above all other messengers. That is you are making distinction among messengers. Selecting messengers like this means disbelief:
(4:150-151)
Those who disbelieve in God and His messengers, and seek to make distinction among God and His messengers, and say, “We believe in some and reject some,” and wish to follow a path in between; these are the real disbelievers. We have prepared for the disbelievers a shameful retribution.
But the disbelievers say we include Muhammad’s name in the Shahada because he was the final messenger.
However, the Quran is clear of the fact that Muhammad was not the Final Messenger please read the following verse;
Not The Final Messenger
[33:40]  Muhammad was not the father of any man among you. He was a messenger of GOD and the final prophet. GOD is fully aware of all things.
This verse is clear that Muhammad was a messenger and the Final Prophet. For the people who do not know the difference between a “Messenger” and the “Prophet” the following verse clarifies this issue;
[3:81]  GOD took a covenant from the prophets, saying, "I will give you the scripture and wisdom. Afterwards, a messenger will come to confirm all existing scriptures. You shall believe in him and support him." He said, "Do you agree with this, and pledge to fulfil this covenant?" They said, "We agree." He said, "You have thus borne witness, and I bear witness along with you."
As this verse confirms Prophets are the humans who receive the Scripture like Jesus receiving Gospel, Moses receiving Torah and Muhammad receiving the Quran all three were the prophets. The messengers are who give message from these scriptures. We know from the Quran that Prophets could also be messengers, but not all messengers could be Prophets. For example in the above verse it is prophesied the coming of such a messenger. 
But the upshot of all this is that Muhammad was not the Final Messenger. Thus the reason for mentioning Muhammad’s name in the Shahada once again is null.
 
Before we discuss the “True Shahada”, let us briefly summarise the above. We have found three major flaws with the following statement:
“There is no god other then God, Muhammad is His messenger”
A- Grammatical mistake, Muhammad is not alive, it is suggesting he is.
B- There are no, witnesses of Muhammad today, it is suggesting there are.
C- It is making distinction about messengers, by including Muhammad alone in the Shahada.
All above A-C are serious discrepancies with the statement, which confirm that this shahada is false, and is not the word of God.
Now the “True Shahada”
The true shahada is written in the Quran and is;
(47:19)
You shall know that: “La Elahaa Ella Allah” “There is no other god beside God.”…
This fact is recognised and confirmed by God, angels, and those who possess knowledge;
(3:18)
God bears witness that there is no god except He, and so do the angels and those who posses knowledge. Truthfully and equitably, He is the absolute god; there is no god but He, the Almighty, Most Wise.
In fact God warns us of those who will be satisfied by the false shahada;
(39:45)
When God Alone is mentioned, the hearts of those who do not believe in the Hereafter shrinks with aversion. But when others are mentioned beside Him, they become satisfied.
(40:12)
This is because when God Alone was advocated, you disbelieved, but when others were mentioned beside Him, you believed. Therefore, God’s judgement has been issued; He is Most High the Great.
Also it is a myth that Muhammad is the founder of Islam, we know from the following verse that Abraham was the founder of Islam and through him we first received the rites of Islam; 
(22:78) …the religion of your father Abraham. He is the one who named you “Muslims” originally.
After reading this article if you still want to do false shahada then be-aware of the awesome retribution on the day of Judgement, it may even start earlier.
 

Ramadan, the Month of Fasting;
This chapter was written with little help from Submitters Org
The Meaning of Ramadan 
Ramadan is a special month of the year for over one billion Muslims throughout the world. It is a time for inner reflection, devotion to God, and self-control. Muslims think of it as a kind of tune-up for their spiritual lives. 
Fasting is religious obligation of Islam (submission in English).  Fasting has many special benefits. Among these, the most important is that it is a means of learning self-control. Due to the lack of preoccupation with the satisfaction of bodily appetites during the daylight hours of fasting, a measure of ascendancy is given to one's spiritual nature, which becomes a means of coming closer to God. Ramadan is also a time of intensive worship, reading of the Qur'an, giving charity, purifying one's behaviour, and doing good deeds. For Muslims (Submitters), Ramadan is not merely a holiday, but an opportunity to gain by giving up, to prosper by going without and to grow stronger by enduring weakness. 
As a secondary goal, fasting is a way of experiencing hunger and developing sympathy for the less fortunate, and learning to thankfulness and appreciation for all of God's bounties. Fasting is also beneficial to the health and provides a break in the cycle of rigid habits or overindulgence. 
Who Fasts in Ramadan? 
Fasting in Ramadan is obligatory on those who can do it. . Sick people and some travellers in certain conditions are exempted from the fast but must make it up as they are able.  The believers who can fast but with difficulty because of any reason like illness (e.g. Diabetes) do not have to fast as long as they pay the charity if they can afford it.  The proof that poor does not have to pay the charity is as follows;
[2:183]  O you who believe, fasting is decreed for you, as it was decreed for those before you, that you may attain salvation.
[2:184]  Specific days (are designated for fasting); if one is ill or travelling, an equal number of other days may be substituted. Those who can fast, but with great difficulty, may substitute feeding one poor person for each day of breaking the fast. If one volunteers (more righteous works), it is better. But fasting is the best for you, if you only knew.
[17:26]  You shall give the due alms to the relatives, the needy, the poor, and the travelling alien, but do not be excessive, extravagant.
[17:27]  The extravagant are brethren of the devils, and the devil is unappreciative of his Lord.
[17:28]  Even if you have to turn away from them, as you pursue the mercy of your Lord, you shall treat them in the nicest manner.
2:183 – 184 Specifies that one person should be fed every day for each fast you are not keeping and 17:26-28 are the rules of paying charity same rules as in Zakat because paying to feed poor person in place of not keeping fast is also obligation like Zakat is obligation.  17:28 is emphasising the fact that poor do not have to feed the poor.
17:26-28 = 26+27+28 = 81
2:183 – 184 = 183+184=367
17 81 2 367 = 937493 x 19
17 81 2 367 / 190 = 93749.3
The above proof states that 17:26-28 rules apply when feeding the poor.  Temporal connection the rule comes first i.e. chapter 17 and verses where it applies later i.e. chapter 2.  Position 3 describes “Principle or Rule clarified” indeed rules are in 17:26-28 regarding feeding the poor during fasting i.e. 2:183-184.  Level is 6 which is Theme “Messenger related”, thus context of this code is “Messenger related”, indeed the whole concept of fasting is in respect to the deliverance of the Quran in this month of Ramadan, and Quran is a messenger.
[2:185]  Ramadan is the month during which the Quran was revealed, providing guidance for the people, clear teachings, and the statute book. Those of you who witness this month shall fast therein. Those who are ill or travelling may substitute the same number of other days. GOD wishes for you convenience, not hardship, that you may fulfil your obligations, and to glorify GOD for guiding you, and to express your appreciation.
The Sighting of the Moon 
Ramadan is the ninth month of the Islamic calendar. The Islamic calendar is a lunar calendar. While many Muslim sects insist on the physical sighting of the moon, there is no such requirement in the Quran, the Muslim's holy book. The much-anticipated start of the month can now be based on the very accurate astronomical calculations. 
From Dawn to Sunset 
The daily period of fasting starts at the breaking of dawn and ends at the setting of the sun. In between -- that is, during the daylight hours -- Muslims (Submitters) totally abstain from food, drink, smoking, and sex. The usual practice is to have a pre-fast meal (suhoor) before dawn and a post-fast meal (iftar) after sunset. 
The Islamic lunar calendar, being 11 to 12 days shorter than the Gregorian calendar, migrates throughout the seasons. Thus, if Ramadan begins on January 20 one year, next year it will begin on January 9. In this way, the length of the day, and thus the fasting period, varies in length from place to place over the years. Every Muslim, no matter where he or she lives, will see an average Ramadan day of the approximately 13.5 hours. 
Devotion to God 
The last ten days of Ramadan are a time of special spiritual power as everyone tries to come closer to God through devotions and good deeds. The Quran was revealed in this month in particular on the 27th of Ramadan. On 27th of Ramadan 13 B.H the Quran was revealed to Muhammad at once and then slowly released to him through Gabriel over 23 years. This fact is noted in this verse;
[17:106]  A Quran that we have released slowly, in order for you to read it to the people over a long period, although we sent it down all at once.
The following verses illustrates this occasion;
[97:1]  We revealed it in the Night of Destiny.
[97:2]  How awesome is the Night of Destiny!
[97:3]  The Night of Destiny is better than a thousand months.
First the fact that the Quran was revealed in Ramadan is confirmed by the following code;
(97:1) & (2:185) 97 + 1 + 2 + 185 = 285 = 15 x 19 this code confirms that the Quran was revealed on the Night of Destiny. Now following is the proof that the Night of Destiny was the 27th of Ramadan which is 9th Month of Lunar Islamic calendar of 13 B.H. 
Concatenate 27 the day these revelations came about…
27 97 1 2 3 = 147217 x 19 or 27 97 1 2 3 / 190 = 14721.7
Temporal connection is telling us that 27 the day when the Quran was revealed and then later (97:1-3) were physically revealed to Muhammad through Gabriel.
Position 7 describes “Disbelievers” and indeed the Disbelievers have abominated the 27th of Ramadan to a great extent, they idolise Muhammad on that day extensively.  Level is 6 which is Theme “Messenger related”.  There are two messengers involved in the context of this code, Muhammad who the Quran was revealed to and Quran itself which is also a messenger.
It was year 13 B.H (before Hijrah .i.e. before Muhammad left Mecca due to oppression to go to Medina) when this was revealed and it was ninth month of Ramadan, thus;
(97:1-3) 1 + 2 + 3 = 6
97 + 6 + 27 + 13 + 9 = 152 = 8 x 19 or 152 / 190 = 0.8
Position 8 describes “Issues”, indeed the disbelievers have made many issues regarding this Night and the ascension of Muhammad to high heaven to receive the Quran (53:1-18), they say that Muhammad rode a flying horse to heaven; if that was the case then Muhammad would still be traveling. The reality is based on the facts revealed by Dr Rashad Khalifa the messenger of the Covenant is that it is a vision where the Soul travels to the High Heaven faster than the speed of light, which happens when one has gone to sleep. 
Level 2 is Theme “Related to righteousness”.  Thus this act of receiving the Quran by Muhammad was very much related to righteousness.
During the month, Muslims (Submitters) try to read as much of the Qur'an as they can. Some spend part of their day listening to the recitation of the Qur'an in a mosque.  Meet for Quranic studies or for congregation prayers. Some spend the last ten days of Ramadan in a mosque devoting the whole ten days for worshipping God. 
Food in Ramadan 
Since Ramadan is a special time, Muslims (Submitters) in many parts of the world prepare certain favourite foods during this month. Since Ramadan emphasizes community aspects and since everyone eats dinner at the same time, Muslims often invite one another to share in the Ramadan evening meal. 
Some Muslim’s (Submitters) find that they eat less for dinner during Ramadan than at other times due to stomach contraction. However, as a rule, most Muslims experience little fatigue during the day since the body becomes used to the altered routine during the first week of Ramadan.
Ramadan is the ninth month of the Islamic calendar. Ramadan is mentioned in the Quran ONCE. in 2:185. The verse speaks for Ramadan;
[2:185] 
"Ramadan is the month during which the Quran was revealed, providing guidance for the people, clear teachings, and the statute book. Those of you who witness this month shall fast therein. Those who are ill or travelling may substitute the same number of other days. GOD wishes for you convenience, not hardship, that you may fulfil your obligations, and to glorify GOD for guiding you, and to express your appreciation." 
Quranic References regarding Fasting;
[2:183]  O you who believe, fasting is decreed for you, as it was decreed for those before you, that you may attain salvation.
*2:183-187 Like all duties in Submission, fasting was decreed through Abraham. Prior to revelation of the Quran, sexual intercourse was prohibited throughout the fasting period. This rule is modified in 2:187 to allow intercourse during the nights of Ramadan.
[2:184]  Specific days (are designated for fasting); if one is ill or traveling, an equal number of other days may be substituted. Those who can fast, but with great difficulty, may substitute feeding one poor person for each day of breaking the fast. If one volunteers (more righteous works), it is better. But fasting is the best for you, if you only knew.
[2:185]  Ramadan is the month during which the Quran was revealed, providing guidance for the people, clear teachings, and the statute book. Those of you who witness this month shall fast therein. Those who are ill or traveling may substitute the same number of other days. GOD wishes for you convenience, not hardship, that you may fulfill your obligations, and to glorify GOD for guiding you, and to express your appreciation.
God Answers the Prayers of "His Servants"
[2:186]  When My servants ask you about Me, I am always near. I answer their prayers when they pray to Me. The people shall respond to Me and believe in Me, in order to be guided.
[2:187]  Permitted for you is sexual intercourse with your wives during the nights of fasting. They are the keepers of your secrets, and you are the keepers of their secrets. GOD knew that you used to betray your souls, and He has redeemed you, and has pardoned you. Henceforth, you may have intercourse with them, seeking what GOD has permitted for you. You may eat and drink until the white thread of light becomes distinguishable from the dark thread of night at dawn. Then, you shall fast until sunset. Sexual intercourse is prohibited if you decide to retreat to the masjid (during the last ten days of Ramadan). These are GOD's laws; you shall not transgress them. GOD thus clarifies His revelations for the people, that they may attain salvation.
***Also Fasting is also used for repentance purposes as you can see in the following verses;
[2:196]  You shall observe the complete rites of Hajj and`Umrah for GOD. If you are prevented, you shall send an offering, and do not resume cutting your hair until your offering has reached its destination. If you are ill, or suffering a head injury (and you must cut your hair), you shall expiate by fasting, or giving to charity, or some other form of worship. During the normal Hajj, if you break the state of Ihraam (sanctity) between `Umrah and Hajj, you shall expiate by offering an animal sacrifice. If you cannot afford it, you shall fast three days during Hajj and seven when you return home - this completes ten - provided you do not live at the Sacred Masjid. You shall observe GOD, and know that GOD is strict in enforcing retribution.
[4:92]  No believer shall kill another believer, unless it is an accident. If one kills a believer by accident, he shall atone by freeing a believing slave, and paying a compensation to the victim's family, unless they forfeit such a compensation as a charity. If the victim belonged to people who are at war with you, though he was a believer, you shall atone by freeing a believing slave. If he belonged to people with whom you have signed a peace treaty, you shall pay the compensation in addition to freeing a believing slave. If you cannot find* a slave to free, you shall atone by fasting two consecutive months, in order to be redeemed by GOD. GOD is Knower, Most Wise.
*4:92 Since slavery does not exist, the offender must atone by fasting two consecutive months.

How to do Hajj (Pilgrimage);
These are all the verses from the Quran which illustrate do’s and don’ts about Hajj (Pilgrimage  in Mecca).  These verses explain all we need to know about Hajj.
Some aspects are also explained using the miracle of 19, which is part of the Quran and a clarifying tool (74:30-35).
Hajj Pilgrimage
[2:158]  The knolls of Safa and Marwah are among the rites decreed by GOD. Anyone who observes Hajj or `Umrah commits no error by traversing the distance between them. If one volunteers more righteous works, then GOD is Appreciative, Omniscient.
The traditional Muslims believe that (2:158) is associated with the incidence where Hager (Abraham’s wife) was looking for water for her son and she traversed many times between Safa & Murwa.  This is not true, first because all our religious practices should be devoted to God Alone and by associating Mothers love for her child and endurance there from is not devotion to God Alone, secondly when you concatenate gv of Abraham 251 and Ismail 211 with the chapter and verse (2:158) we get multiple of 19, confirming the fact that it was Abraham and Ismail’s deep devotion to God which set as an example for us to follow which is associated with this verse.  Both Abraham and Ismail had to endure the heat of the desert to continue building Kaaba in the cause of God, similarly we should endure ourselves to traverse these hills in the cause of God during Hajj.  
2 158 251 211 = 113592169 x 19 or 2 158 251 211 / 190 = 11359216.9
The Temporal Connection is the chapter/verse left most which implies today and future, gv of Abraham next which implies that he was there before Ismail and then gv of Ismail who came later.
Position 9 describes Provision, indeed this rite mentioned in (2:158) is for our benefit because we are rewarded for any righteous work and doing what God asks us to do is righteous work and this indeed is command from God .i.e. traverse between Safa and Murwa, thus this is a great spiritual provision for the believers.
The Level is 9 which is Theme “Misconceptions clarified”, indeed the above code clarifies the old traditional belief that it was Hager’s love for her child which is set as an example at the knolls of Safa and Marwah.  The code clearly states that it was Abraham and Ismail’s devotion to God in pursuit of love of God and building Kabaa a sanctuary.
The following verse confirms that all our religious practices should be devoted to God Alone, and thus Hager’s story relating to (2:158) is not appropriate reason for traversing Safa & Murwa as explained earlier above.
[6:162]  Say, "My Contact Prayers (Salat), my worship practices, my life and my death, are all devoted absolutely to GOD alone, the Lord of the worlds.
[2:189]  They ask you about the phases of the moon! Say, "They provide a timing device for the people, and determine the time of Hajj." It is not righteous to beat around the bush;* righteousness is attained by upholding the commandments and by being straightforward. You shall observe GOD that you may succeed.
Hajj and `Umrah Pilgrimage*
[2:196]  You shall observe the complete rites of Hajj and`Umrah for GOD. If you are prevented, you shall send an offering, and do not resume cutting your hair until your offering has reached its destination. If you are ill, or suffering a head injury (and you must cut your hair), you shall expiate by fasting, or giving to charity, or some other form of worship. During the normal Hajj, if you break the state of Ihraam (sanctity) between `Umrah and Hajj, you shall expiate by offering an animal sacrifice. If you cannot afford it, you shall fast three days during Hajj and seven when you return home - this completes ten - provided you do not live at the Sacred Masjid. You shall observe GOD, and know that GOD is strict in enforcing retribution.
The Four Months of Hajj
(Zul-Hijjah, Muharram, Safar, & Rabi I)
[2:197]  Hajj shall be observed in the specified months.* Whoever sets out to observe Hajj shall refrain from sexual intercourse, misconduct, and arguments throughout Hajj. Whatever good you do, GOD is fully aware thereof. As you prepare your provisions for the journey, the best provision is righteousness. You shall observe Me, O you who possess intelligence.
*2:197 Hajj can be observed any time during the Sacred Months: Zul-Hijjah, Muharram, Safar, and Rabi I. Local governments restrict Hajj to a few days for their own convenience. See 9:37 The distortion of these months by the disbelievers is stated in this verse and the proof of correct months are as follows;
Altering the Sacred Months
[9:37]  Altering the Sacred Months is a sign of excessive disbelief; it augments the straying of those who have disbelieved. They alternate the Sacred Months and the regular months, while preserving the number of months consecrated by GOD. They thus violate what GOD has consecrated. Their evil works are adorned in their eyes. GOD does not guide the disbelieving people.
*9:37 The Sacred Months according to the corrupted Muslim World are Rajab, Zul-Qe`dah, Zul-Hijjah, and Muharram (7th, 11th, 12th and 1st months of the Islamic Calendar). A code below proves that they should be Zul-Hijjah, Muharram, Safar, and Rabi I (12th , 1st , 2nd , and 3rd  months). 
9 37 12 1 2 3 = 4932217 x 19 or 9 37 12 1 2 3 / 190 = 493221.7
****The code above confirms the correct sacred months which are 12th, 1st, 2nd, and 3rd.  When these months are concatenated with (9:37) they are complete multiple of 19 the miracle of 19.  The Temporal connection exists within the realms of the trend that is most recent to least recent from left to right respectively.  As you can see the chapter and the verse pointed out this issue thus left most and the months are in order from the latest to the,  earliest.  Position 7 describes disbelievers, thus this code and the correct months would be and is disbelieved by the hypocrites and the disbelievers.
The Level is 7 which is Theme is “Disbelievers”, both the Position and the Level are “Disbelievers”, which is an overwhelming evidence that the code is valid and emphasize a fact beyond doubt that the ones who does not agree with in these Sacred Months are indeed the disbelievers.
[2:198]  You commit no error by seeking provisions from your Lord (through commerce). When you file from `Arafaat, you shall commemorate GOD at the Sacred Location (of Muzdilafah see Append). You shall commemorate Him for guiding you; before this, you had gone astray.
[2:199]  You shall file together, with the rest of the people who file, and ask GOD for forgiveness. GOD is Forgiver, Most Merciful.
[2:200]  Once you complete your rites, you shall continue to commemorate GOD as you commemorate your own parents, or even better. Some people would say, "Our Lord, give us of this world," while having no share in the Hereafter.
[2:201]  Others would say, "Our Lord, grant us righteousness in this world, and righteousness in the Hereafter, and spare us the retribution of Hell."
[2:202]  Each of these will receive the share they have earned. GOD is most efficient in reckoning.   
[2:203]  You shall commemorate GOD for a number of days (in Mena see Append); whoever hastens to do this in two days commits no sin, and whoever stays longer commits no sin, so long as righteousness is maintained. You shall observe GOD, and know that before Him you will be gathered.
[3:95]  Say, "GOD has proclaimed the truth: You shall follow Abraham's religion - monotheism. He never was an idolater."
[3:96]  The most important shrine established for the people is the one in Becca;* a blessed beacon for all the people.
*3:96 This is an M-initialed sura, and this peculiar spelling of "Mecca" as "Becca" causes the occurrence of "M" to conform to the Quran's mathematical code. The normal spelling "Mecca" would have increased the frequency of occurrence of "M".
[3:97]  In it are clear signs: the station of Abraham. Anyone who enters it shall be granted safe passage. The people owe it to GOD that they shall observe Hajj to this shrine, when they can afford it. As for those who disbelieve, GOD does not need anyone.
[5:1]  O you who believe, you shall fulfill your covenants. Permitted for you to eat are the livestock, except those specifically prohibited herein. You shall not permit hunting throughout Hajj pilgrimage. GOD decrees whatever He wills.
[5:2]  O you who believe, do not violate the rites instituted by GOD, nor the Sacred Months, nor the animals to be offered, nor the garlands marking them, nor the people who head for the Sacred Shrine (Ka`bah) seeking blessings from their Lord and approval. Once you complete the pilgrimage, you may hunt.* Do not be provoked into aggression by your hatred of people who once prevented you from going to the Sacred Masjid. You shall cooperate in matters of righteousness and piety; do not cooperate in matters that are sinful and evil. You shall observe GOD. GOD is strict in enforcing retribution.
*5:2 Hunting and the cutting of plants are forbidden during pilgrimage for the conservation of natural resources. With thousands of pilgrims converging on Mecca, if hunting were permitted, the land would quickly be stripped of its natural resources. Animal offerings are made part of the pilgrimage to provide for the converging pilgrims, as well as the local population, and to replenish any depleted supplies. See 2:196.
[22:25]  Surely, those who disbelieve and repulse others from the path of GOD, and from the Sacred Masjid that we designated for all the people - be they natives or visitors - and seek to pollute it and corrupt it, we will afflict them with painful retribution.
Pilgrimage, Like All Duties in Islam,
Decreed Through Abraham*
[22:26]  We appointed Abraham to establish the Shrine: "You shall not idolize any other god beside Me, and purify My shrine for those who visit it, those who live near it, and those who bow and prostrate.
[22:27]  "And proclaim that the people shall observe Hajj pilgrimage.* They will come to you walking or riding on various exhausted (means of transportation). They will come from the farthest locations."
*22:26-27 Abraham was the original messenger of Submission (Islam).  See 22:78
[22:28]  They may seek commercial benefits, and they shall commemorate GOD's name during the specified days for providing them with livestock. "Eat there from and feed the despondent and the poor."
[22:29]  They shall complete their obligations, fulfill their vows, and visit the ancient shrine.
Now the verses which state how long one should stay in or around Kabaa are as follows, this fact is illustrated because the Quran is fully detailed and all rites of Islam are in it;
[22:26]  We appointed Abraham to establish the Shrine: "You shall not idolize any other god beside Me, and purify My shrine for those who visit it, those who live near it, and those who bow and prostrate.
[22:27]  "And proclaim that the people shall observe Hajj pilgrimage.* They will come to you walking or riding on various exhausted (means of transportation). They will come from the farthest locations."
[22:28]  They may seek commercial benefits, and they shall commemorate GOD's name during the specified days for providing them with livestock. "Eat there from and feed the despondent and the poor."
First Kabaa has to be visited by the outsiders, thus by virtue of the word used in (22:28) “visit” it has to be a short stay, than in the same verse it confirms that this stay is number of days.  However, it says specified days because Hajj can only be done in four sacred months.  So the duration is in number of days in the Sacred Months.  At the moment Saudi Arabian government allow Hajj to be done in few days in a year and not all Sacred Months, which cause tragedies, many people get trampled over because of the shear volume of people gathered in one place and because of the time constraint.  If the Saudi Arabian government do what God asks them to do in the Quran, that is to allow Hajj in all four Sacred Months, many batches of people would easily and comfortably do the Hajj without any fatalities.
Now the verses which state how long one should stay in or around Kabaa are as follows, this fact is illustrated because the Quran is fully detailed and all rites of Islam are in it;
[22:26]  We appointed Abraham to establish the Shrine: "You shall not idolize any other god beside Me, and purify My shrine for those who visit it, those who live near it, and those who bow and prostrate.
[22:27]  "And proclaim that the people shall observe Hajj pilgrimage.* They will come to you walking or riding on various exhausted (means of transportation). They will come from the farthest locations."
[22:28]  They may seek commercial benefits, and they shall commemorate GOD's name during the specified days for providing them with livestock. "Eat there from and feed the despondent and the poor."
First Kabaa has to be visited by the outsiders, thus by virtue of the word used in (22:28) “visit” it has to be a short stay, and then in the same verse it confirms that this stay is number of days.  However, it says specified days because Hajj can only be done in four sacred months.  So the duration is in number of days in the Sacred Months.  At the moment Saudi Arabian government allow Hajj to be done in few days in a year and not all Sacred Months, which cause tragedies, many people get trampled over because of the sheer volume of people gathered in one place and because of the time constraint.  If the Saudi Arabian government do what God asks them to do in the Quran, that is to allow Hajj in all four Sacred Months, many batches of people would easily and comfortably do the Hajj without any fatalities.
One might ask a question how long should be a stay in Kabaa, Quran is fully detailed and answers this question as follows;
Kabaa when visited by the outsiders should be a short visit.  This we know by virtue of the word used in (22:28) “visit” which implies a short stay, than in the same verse it confirms that this stay is number of days.  However, it says specified days because Hajj can only be done in four sacred months.  So the duration is in number of days in the Sacred Months.  At the moment Saudi Arabian government allow Hajj to be done in few days in a year and not all Sacred Months, which cause tragedies, many people get trampled over because of the sheer volume of people gathered in one place and because of the time constraint.  If the Saudi Arabian government does what God asks them to do in the Quran, that is to allow Hajj in all four Sacred Months at any time, many batches of people would easily and comfortably do the Hajj without any fatalities.
 

Obligatory Charity (Zakat);
Rizwan Ahmad wrote this chapter with concept coming from Ijaz Chaudry.
In the Name of GOD Most Gracious, Most Merciful.
You should ask yourself four questions when it comes to talking about the Obligatory Charity (Zakat), the same four questions I always ask my parents and elders are:
1) How much Zakat do you give?
2) When do you give Zakat?
3) Who do you give Zakat to?
4) Why should you give Zakat?
Question 1: How much Zakat do you give?
Many people in the world today, when asked how much Zakat they are supposed to give reply with 2.5% of what you earn. 
According to the Quran, the amount is clear and concise to each and every reader, easy to understand and fair to all Believers, 
[17:26]
You shall give the due alms to the relatives, the needy, 
the poor, and the travelling alien, but do not be 
excessive, extravagant. 
[17:27]
The extravagant are brethren of the devils, and the devil
is unappreciative of his Lord. 
[17:28]
Even if you have to turn away from them, as you pursue 
the mercy of your Lord, you shall treat them in the 
nicest manner. 
[17:29]
You shall not keep your hand stingily tied to your neck, 
nor shall you foolishly open it up, lest you end up 
blamed and sorry. 
[17:30]
For your Lord increases the provision for anyone He 
chooses, and reduces it. He is fully Cognizant of His 
creatures, Seer. 
From the verses above it is clear that the Zakat is Not 2.5% instead it is what one can afford comfortably. These verses are very clear because of what they say, give, but in moderation, don’t be too stingy because the Human Being is stingy by nature, See Below for(17:100) , The verses above also state that don’t be too generous as 17:27 as an example says "The Extravagant are brethren of the devils....". In [17:28] it clarifies another scenario where if one cannot provide Zakat because of their financial situation one needs to refuse in nicest possible way to the recipient.
[17:100]
Proclaim, "If you possessed my Lord's treasures of mercy,
you would have withheld them, fearing that you might 
exhaust them. The human being is stingy." 
Below is another verse which says you should give in moderation, not too much, not too little.
[25:67]
When they give, they are neither extravagant nor stingy; 
they give in moderation.
Question 2: When do you give Zakat?
The majority of Muslims in this day and age give the Obligatory Charity (Zakat), perhaps once a year, even though they get pay cheques at the end of each month or even some get paid at the end of every week. 
In Surah 6 Verse 141 below, it clearly says when you should give your "due alms", they should be given "on the day harvest".
[6:141]
He is the One who established gardens, trellised and 
un-trellised, and palm trees, and crops with different 
tastes, and olives, and pomegranate - fruits that are 
similar, yet dissimilar. Eat from their fruits, and give 
the due alms on the day of harvest, and do not waste 
anything. He does not love the wasters.
So therefore, if a person gets paid at the end of every month, or gets paid at the end of every week, he/she should according to the Quran, give their Obligatory Charity on that day they receive their pay, because the day of harvest is when you get paid.
Question 3: Who do you give Zakat to?
According to the Quran; the verses below tell us that we should give our Obligatory Charity to "...relatives, needy, the poor, and the travelling alien...." [17:26] 
[17:26]
You shall give the due alms to the relatives, the needy, 
the poor, and the travelling alien, but do not be 
excessive, extravagant. 
The Quran Fully Detailed,[6:38, 12:111, 10:37, 6:126, 7:52] and "... We have revealed to you this book to provide EXPLANATIONS FOR EVERYTHING, and guidance, and mercy and good news for the submitters." [16:89]
So therefore, by following the Quran, you are obeying GOD, Most Gracious and Most Merciful. As 6:114-115 below states:
"Shall I seek other than GOD as a source of law, when He has revealed to you this book FULLY DETAILED? Those who received the scripture recognize that it has been revealed from your Lord, truthfully. You shall not harbour any doubt. 
The word of your Lord is COMPLETE, in truth and justice. Nothing shall abrogate His words. He is the Hearer, the Omniscient." [6:114-115]
From the above explanation, it is clear from the verses in the Quran, who we should give our Obligatory Charity (Zakat) to.
Question 4: Why do you give Zakat?
Some people could ask the question, "Why pay Obligatory Charity (Zakat)? - God is so rich, why doesn’t He provide for the poor?" 
God knew that people would ask such questions as surah 36 verse 47 states:
[36:47]
When they are told, "Give from GOD's provisions to you," 
those who disbelieve say to those who believe, "Why 
should we give to those whom GOD could feed, if He so 
willed? You are really far astray."
They are astray because they do not understand a simple fact that what they have got is also from God and that it is a test that God is asking them to give to poor from the provision given to them from God.  It is quite easy for God to reverse their fortune with poverty than where will they go than.
Further giving the Obligatory Charity (Zakat), is one of the commandments God has given us to follow.
"...and keep the observance of Salat and Zakat, and lend to God a loan of righteousness. Whatever you advance for your souls, you will find at God better and multiplied many fold. And seek God's forgiveness; God is forgiving, merciful." [73:20]
[22:78]
You shall strive for the cause of GOD as you should 
strive for His cause. He has chosen you and has placed no
hardship on you in practicing your religion - the 
religion of your father Abraham. He is the one who named 
you "Submitters" originally. Thus, the messenger shall 
serve as a witness among you, and you shall serve as 
witnesses among the people. Therefore, you shall observe 
the Contact Prayers (Salat) and give the obligatory 
charity (Zakat), and hold fast to GOD; He is your Lord, 
the best Lord and the best Supporter. 
Taking [73:20 and 22:78] mentioned above as examples, God has specifically told us through the Quran, what to do and what not to, so to ask such a question as "Why pay Obligatory Charity (Zakat)? - God is so rich, why doesn’t He provide for the poor?" is to doubt God's commandments and therefore doubt the Quran.
God has commanded us to follow the commandments for a reason, the reason being to save our souls. [2:90, 2:110, 4:63, 5:80] Mentioned here are only a few verses which keep stating those issues.
Another reason why we should be paying Zakat is mentioned in surah 6 Verse 165, God is testing us in this life. And making the Obligatory Charity (Zakat) a commandment is one those tests set by God.
[6:165]
He is the One who made you inheritors of the earth, and 
He raised some of you above others in rank, in order to 
test you in accordance with what He has given you. 
Surely, your Lord is efficient in enforcing retribution, 
and He is Forgiver, Most Merciful. 
Also in this life, the material things, such as money, property, clothes, food, is nothing compared to that of what is ahead in the hereafter. If we obey God’s Commandments, if we are righteous, give Obligatory Charity and believe in the revelations then it is we that will be able to experience all the good things God will provide for us in the hereafter.
"...material things are temporary ornaments if this world but the Hereafter is much better and everlasting."[43:33-35]
[43:33]
If it were not that all the people might become one 
(disbelieving) congregation, we would have granted 
everyone who disbelieves in the Most Gracious mansions 
with silver roofs, and stairs upon which they could 
climb. 
[43:34]
Their mansions would have impressive gates, and luxurious
furnishings. 
[43:35]
Also many ornaments. All these are the temporary 
materials of this lowly life. The Hereafter - at your 
Lord - is far better for the righteous. 
God has also mentioned that to those of you, who do lead a righteous life, give (Obligatory Charity) zakat and believe in the revelations, that it is they who will obtain God’s mercy. [7:156]
[7:156]
"And decree for us righteousness in this world, and in 
the Hereafter. We have repented to You." He said, "My 
retribution befalls whomever I will. But My mercy 
encompasses all things. However, I will specify it for 
those who (1) lead a righteous life, (2) give the 
obligatory charity (Zakat), (3) believe in our 
revelations, and 
Those of you who keep rejecting Gods revelations will be the losers.
[3:70]
O followers of the scripture, why do you reject these 
revelations of GOD though you bear witness (that this is 
the truth)? 
[3:98]
Say, "O followers of the scripture, why do you reject 
these revelations of GOD, when GOD is witnessing 
everything you do?" 
[4:39]
Why do they not believe in GOD and the Last Day, and give
from GOD's provisions to them? GOD is fully aware of 
them.

Hajj – Commemoration of GOD at Mina & Muzdalifah;
This article is intended to clarify two concepts about location of two places which the pilgrims visit during Hajj (pilgrimage) to Mecca.  These two places are Mena and Muzdalifah.  It has been proven beyond doubt using the mathematical miracle of 19 that both these places are in fact correct. 
Quran says that it is fully detailed.  However, the above two named places which are integral part of Hajj are not mentioned in the Quran.  Why is that?  The reason is that Quran is unique book with a numerical miracle of nineteen as a, mechanism to clarify the aspects of the Quran which may not have been so clear (74:31 pt 4).  This includes the validation of the above mentioned two places.
Quran: Fully Detailed
[6:114]  Shall I seek other than GOD as a source of law, when He has revealed to you this book fully detailed?* Those who received the scripture recognize that it has been revealed from your Lord, truthfully. You shall not harbour any doubt.
[6:115]  The word of your Lord is complete, in truth and justice. Nothing shall abrogate His words. He is the Hearer, the Omniscient.
Quran: Fully Detailed
[7:52]  We have given them a scripture that is fully detailed, with knowledge, guidance, and mercy for the people who believe.
Only God Can Author the Quran
[10:37]  This Quran could not possibly be authored by other than GOD. It confirms all previous messages, and provides a fully detailed scripture. It is infallible, for it comes from the Lord of the worlds.
[41:3]  A scripture whose verses provide the complete details, in an Arabic Quran, for people who know.
[2:203]  You shall commemorate GOD for a number of days (in Mena); whoever hastens to do this in two days commits no sin, and whoever stays longer commits no sin, so long as righteousness is maintained. You shall observe GOD, and know that before Him you will be gathered.
Code;
304Gv of Mena =  Meem = 40 + , Yae = 10 + , Noon = 50 + , Alif = 1 = 101
Proof;
203 + 101 = 304 = 16 x 19
Level & Position;
304 / 190 = 1 / 6
Position 6 describes “Caution”, and indeed (2:203) has little need of caution, because the staying in Mena has to be accompanied with righteousness. And being righteous is difficult thus the caution.
Level 2 is Theme “Related to righteousness”.  Indeed staying in Mena and commemorating God during Hajj is related to righteousness.
Traditional Muslims believe that (2:203) is referring to the location of Mina.  This same fact was confirmed by the Messenger of the Covenant Dr. Rashad Khalifa, eventually The Clocked one now confirmed this fact based on the Mathematical Miracle of 19.
[2:198]  You commit no error by seeking provisions from your Lord (through commerce). When you file from `Arafaat, you shall commemorate GOD at the Sacred Location (of Muzdalifah). You shall commemorate Him for guiding you; before this, you had gone astray.
[2:199]  You shall file together, with the rest of the people who file, and ask GOD for forgiveness. GOD is Forgiver, Most Merciful.
Once again it confirms that Hajj should be done in a queue manner (file) around Kabaa .i.e. in a discipline manner, thus how many times one, circumnavigate around Kabaa is not important as long it is in filed manner.
2:198
Code; 2 198 566 Gv Muzdalifah:   meem =  40 +, Zae = 7 + Dhaal = 4 + Laam = 30 +, Fae = 80 +, Tae = 400 + ,Hae = 5 = 566
Temporal Connection; Chapter verse left most and present tense, therefore true now and in future Gv right most historical land existed before Quran was revealed.
Proof; Multiple of 19, 2 198 566  / 19 = 115714 x 19
Position; 2 198 566 / 190 = 115714 / 4
Position 4 describes act of righteousness (2:198) talks about, commemoration of God which indeed is an act of righteousness.  Once again the code proves that the sacred location is Muzdalifah, mentioned in this verse. 
Level 5 is Theme “Detailing information”.  Indeed the code and the context of the verses have detailed few things such as Hajj should be done in a disciplined way in a file or queue and commemoration of God at Muzdalifah. 
During Hajj & Umrah the ritual is when travelling from Arafat to Mecca (Kabaa) there are two places to stop and commemorate on the way Muzdalifah and Mina as described above, part of the commemoration is collection of pebbles at Muzdalifah and then casting these pebbles at Mina for number of days or at minimum two days.  Seventy pebbles are collected, this is more than one needs.  Seven pebbles at a time can be cast at the pillars at Mina, which is a symbolic representation of Satan who misguided Abraham in sacrificing his son Ismail, when God intervened and forfeited a sheep instead.  These events are coded with these verses.  The symbolic number to represent pebbles is used in the codes which 7 and multiples of 7, i.e. 7 x 4, 70 and 7, 7, 7, 7, the minimum pebbles to be cast each day for four days.  The ritual also include shortening or cutting of hair in Mudalifah. The codes are as follows;
(2:198-199) The location mentioned here is Muzdalifah as mentioned above, when we concatenate 28 (4 x 7 pebbles) with 198 + 199 = 397 and this chapter we get 28 2 397 = 14863 x 19.  The  “Temporal Connection”, suggest that pebbles are collected first before commemoration of God, because 28 is left most first and then the verses afterwards.  Position 3 describes Principle or rule clarified and indeed this code confirms and clarifies the ritual of how many pebbles to collect and cast.
Once again the Level is 5 which is Theme “Detailing information” and that are exactly what this code is doing by detailing how many pebbles should be collected for each day of casting.
(2:203) This is the other place to stop and commemorate God and cast pebbles collected at Muzdalifah.  When we concatenate 7, 7, 7, 7, to this chapter and verse we get 2 203 7 7 7 7 = 1159883 x 19.  This time we commemorate God first (because the time of arrival at Mina is at Dawn thus Dawn Salat is recited), hence the chapter verse comes first and then 7, 7, 7, 7, seven pebbles for four days to be cast later.  Once again the Position 3 describes Principle or Rule clarified which is very true because this code confirms and clarifies the casting of at least 7 pebbles each day of the stay.
Level is 6 which is Theme “Messenger related”.  Indeed the above code stipulates that scenario where Abraham (messenger) was misguided by Satan and God intervened to safe his son (a messenger) from being killed.  Thus above is messenger related code.
[48:27]  GOD has fulfilled His messenger's truthful vision: "You will enter the Sacred Masjid, GOD willing, perfectly secure, and you will cut your hair or shorten it (as you fulfil the pilgrimage rituals) there. You will not have any fear. Since He knew what you did not know, He has coupled this with an immediate victory."
The above verse talks about shortening or cutting hair and (2:198-199) confirms the location where to do that;
2 397 48 27 = 1261833 x 19  Thus the Temporal Connection suggest pick pebbles first as in (28 2 397 above) and then shorten or cut your hair, it seems like women would shorten their hair while men will cut it.  Position 3 describes Principle or Rule clarified thus the process of cutting hair and the order of it is clarified in this code.  The location for this act is Muzdalifah confirmed above to be mentioned in these verses.
The disbelievers kill many cattle as commemoration of what happened with Abraham and Ismail, this is form of idol worship because the emphasis is on how great Abraham was, however only God should be glorified. The animals should be conserved and killed as necessary to feed rather than making them to go waste.
[22:36]  The animal offerings are among the rites decreed by GOD for your own good. You shall mention GOD's name on them while they are standing in line. Once they are offered for sacrifice, you shall eat there from and feed the poor and the needy. This is why we subdued them for you, that you may show your appreciation.
Geometric value of Hajj; Hae = 8 + Jae = 3 = 11 when we concatenate with (22:36) we get complete multiple of 19, confirming the fact that this animal sacrifice is to do with Hajj.  However, due to the context of the verse where it say’s, … standing in line ... which suggests that not each individual who goes on Hajj has to perform this sacrifice and that this event is group based, only what is required for consumption is sacrificed.  One can contribute towards sacrifice financially if one afford.  Thus even in Muhammad’s time conservation of environment and sustainability was an issue and believers complied by it, indeed God is great.
Code; 22 36 11 = 11769 x 19 
Position; 22 36 11 / 190 = 1176.9
Temporal connection;  Chapter verse left most more recent Quran revealed over 1400 years ago while gv of Hajj right most oldest, Hajj had been carried on for lot longer at Abraham’s time.  Position 9 describes “Provision” indeed one of the purposes of animal sacrifice during Hajj is to provide provision for the participants of the Hajj.
Level is 5 which is Theme “Detailing information”.  Indeed the code and context of the verse involved in this code, details facts like animal sacrifice is a group event and not individual event also that (22:36) is only specific to Hajj.  Also sustainability should be a priority while performing this task.
